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Accelerated Reader (A.R.) Requirements

Dear Parents, 


Happy New Year!  Beginning this week, each child will be required to read and pass a quiz on at least 2 A.R. books each week.  Students check out A.R. books on their reading level from the media center.  You child’s appropriate level range is determined by several assessments given at school as well as their reading done in reading groups.  I will increase the reading level range for your child monthly as he/she shows success on the A.R. quizzes.
     A.R. is a program for independent readers.  The children take books home and read them at least twice.  This may be done over night or over a couple of days.  The child brings the book to school when he/she is ready for a test.  The tests are given on the computer.  Each test is multiple choice.  The student must read the questions and answer choices independently without any help.  You will receive a print out every other week with a list of all the tests your child has taken and the scores.  Unfortunately, the reports do not include individual questions and answers given.
     Tests either have 5 or 10 questions.  A student must get at least 3 answers correct on a 5 question test to pass the test and must correctly answer at least 7 questions on a 10 question test to be considered passing.  When we have shortened weeks (less than 5 days), students will only be required to pass one test for the week.

     Each student will have a reward chart to earn visits to out treasure box.  A child will get two stickers for his/her chart for every 100% on a test and one sticker for every test where only one question is missed.  Once a child’s chart is filled with stickers, he/she will earn a trip to the treasure box.  The stickers will the given out on Fridays.

     A.R. is a fabulous way to motivate children to read.  You can help your child by listening to him/her read aloud to you and asking questions about the book once your child has finished reading.  Please note that A.R. tests do not count toward your child’s reading grade, but are an indicator of reading development and progress.
