On these testing days, students need to be in school on time in order to take the tests with their classmates. If a child is late, he/she waits in the media center and will take the test at a later time.  Research shows that students who test together do better than during make-up sessions.��Parents need to be encouraging and let the children know they need to do their best each and every day of testing. If a student is sick, do not send your child to school for testing.  Parents should not have any appointments scheduled in the morning for their children on testing days.





The school will be in “testing mode” all morning long on these critical days. Parents cannot be walking the hallways without an escort to take them down to the classrooms not testing.  There can be no conversations going on outside testing classrooms.
