Information came home in the Cobb County folder at the beginning of the school year, but I wanted to repeat the information. Go to the website - � HYPERLINK "http://www.12specialmarkets.com" ��http://www.12specialmarkets.com� .  Click on “Plan Information” and select School System (Cobb).  Click on link that provides “Plan Details” and print out and complete enrollment application and mail it to the address listed along with payment.  You can also enroll on-line by clicking on “Enroll Now” and then “Look Up” Cobb.  Choose the plan you want & complete the online application and pay by credit/debit card.  Make sure to print out you I.D. Card. Let’s hope you never have to use this insurance but know that you have it if needed.
