PRINCIPAL’S POINT:





Well, our first rainy morning was Friday and there were over 60 students tardy.  That was with my allowing three extra minutes, which meant I didn’t start the tardies until 7:53.  I realize that parents want their children to stay safe and dry.  Unfortunately the result of your concerns is a much longer, frustrating carpool line.





Again, I urge you to arrange carpools to the bus stops and wait until the bus comes.  That way you know your child is dry and safe and still is ensured of getting to school on time.  Remember a student riding the bus is never marked tardy.  If you decide to start having your child ride the bus, make sure you are out there to introduce yourself to the bus driver.  This ensures the bus driver knows where the student is to be picked up and dropped off each day.


�For Kindergarten and First Grade students, a designated adult is expected to be there when the student gets off the bus in the afternoon.  Otherwise the child will be brought back to school. Our main priority is the safety of our children.
