PRINCIPAL’S POINT:





At the beginning of each school year I send out a “special edition” of the Teasley Town News.  The purpose of this issue is to communicate to all parents the policies and procedures that are in place at our school.  Please read over this issue carefully.

PICKING UP YOUR CHILD:  No parent should be going to the classroom to pick up your child for any reason.  This is a huge security issue and disrupts the classroom instruction.  Come to the front office, sign out your child, and we will call the child up to leave.





CAFÉ MONEY:  Any money handed in needs to be in an envelope with your child’s name, teacher’s name, and amount paid on the envelope.  Children have been putting money in the box and nobody knows who is being paid for.








CONTACT NUMBERS:  Already some of the phone numbers that you listed on the registration and emergency contact cards are not working.  It is the responsibility of the parent to ensure that the school can contact in the event of an emergency or we need to contact you.  





CHANGES IN TRANSPORATION:  The school will only honor written requests to change how a child is going home.  Do not rely on e-mail, phone messages, or the child telling the teacher to put any changes into effect. We work hard to ensure children go home the correct way.  Sometimes the child is confused and will go home the wrong way. This causes needless panic on the part of all of us. Notes should be in writing and given to the teacher first thing in the morning.





SICK STUDENTS: If a child has a fever or has thrown up, do not send that child to school.  I understand that missing work to take care of a sick child is difficult.  If a sick child is sent to school, she/he only infects other students. We will call you to pick up your child and you will need to come to school immediately.





DROP IN CONFERENCES/VISITS:  Parents should not be dropping in unannounced to ask teachers to conference with them.  If you need to talk to a teacher, please request an appointment.  This ensures that the teacher is truly available to talk with you.  Walking in for a visit interrupts instructional time and needlessly distracts the teacher from supervising students.








EXCUSED ABSENCES:  After a child is absent, parents need to send in a written note explaining the reason for the absence.  These are kept on file for the school year.





CARPOOL LINE:  I realize that our morning and afternoon carpool is challenging.  What is critical for parents to understand is that everyone need to do his/her part to ensure the safety of all children.





Do not drop children off out on Spring Hill Road in order to avoid entering the carpool line.  This is very dangerous and students are cutting across the road, outer parking lot and the bus lane without any supervision.


You must have a Tiger Ticket, which you can get in the Front Office in order to pick up your child.


Carpool drivers need to remain in their cars rather than getting out and coming in to sign out their child.  





I realize that this has not exactly been a “warm and fuzzy” newsletter.  All of the policies/procedures listed above are included in the Parent Handbook that came home your child’s first day of school this year.  Please take the time to look this document over to gain a better understanding of how we do things at Teasley Town.





ASP:  This is a totally pre-paid program.  If you do not keep your payments current, your child will be withdrawn from the program.  Remember that late pick up after 6:00 PM is $1.00 a minute.  





ALL ADULTS ENTERING TEASLEY ARE REQUIRED TO SIGN IN AND WEAR A GUEST PASS AT ALL TIMES.  IF YOU DO NOT HAVE ON A GUEST PASS, STAFF MEMBERS WILL ASK YOU TO IMMEDIATELY RETURN TO THE OFFICE.





EARLY PICK UPS:  If you pick up your child early, please do so prior to 1:45.  This ensures we can get your child up to the front office prior to dismissal. Also, you need to realize that early outs are equivalent to tardies.  Both involve missed instructional time.  Every effort should be made to minimize your child leaving school early.
